This file was received from one of our users who was asking Orange how he can remove the signed software limitation on his phone.

In return to his request, Orange emailed him the file that is attached to this post. Running this file using the instructions below worked for him on an Orange Motorola MPx220 device. We are still not sure if this patch will work on different devices from different operators, but if your phone is also locked for signed software alone and you can't install unsigned software and would like to give this a try on different device types, please post back on which devices this patch works, so we will be able to create some kind of list of device types this patch works for 

The instructions to run this patch as received from Orange:

1. Unpack the fix on your PC 

2. Move the content of the temp folder via ActiveSynch to the temp folder on the smartphone 

3. Move the content of the Start Menu folder into /Windows/StartMenu folder or if it does not exist into the /Windows folder on the Smartphone 

4. Start the fix on your smartphone by opening DisableSecurity and follow the instructions 

I know there were a few users that were unable to install Papyrus since their device doesn't allow them to install un-signed software, so please let us know if this patch helps you too
