I hope you don't mind I used attached file, but I think it is easier this way.

I hired a company off elance to build a custom social networking website, and the website works, but the coding is horrible, and nobody wants to work on it or fix it for me.

They show how I started creating administration for ecommerce shop. You will see foreign keys set automatically, table indexes, server-side validation etc for one-2-many relation between categories and products... in just 10 minutes! All starting from empty directory.

Also take a look at code. Everything is just 2-3 lines; if you missed it, here is a screen shot of controller:

Lines 16 and 18 are assigning pagination and sorting capability; yes, that's only 2 lines of code and every single controller look the same. Program doesn't care at all as long as you give me collection of found results (fetched in line 15).

These are for managing countries in ecommerce program I work right now. You can see that entire file for form, with errors displayed, is just ~20 lines. Because of Smarty3 template inheritance (that is why there are no includes), resulting page looks like this:
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For this example, I placed invalid characters in <input> element so you see how the field looks with  class=error added if it doesn't pass validation. Again, it is 100% server-side, never javascript.

Another trick: <a href=“{$action->index()}“>Back</a> will return to the page you visited BEFORE you tried adding or editing object. So if you were on page 3 (I am speaking on pagination of all results), and you clicked on edit, you can always go back to page 3 with that button. This is internally supported with 1 lines of code.

And no; this is not fake, you can check it by yourself if you want. 

My main concerns are not only how sloppy the code is, but the MySQL security issues such as SQL injection, the website has already been hacked. MySQL slow queries that aren't optimized for high traffic. There is no caching in place, and I don't think there are proper MySQL table indexes. 

I use Doctrine, the best ORM at the moment. It automatically takes care of indexes and foreign-keys, SQL injection is not possible due to PDO, and internally, Doctrine has 2 level of cache. One for parsed SQL-s and the second for results. So it is very, very fast!

And not to mention that no serious program should ever be done without some ORM. Even the worst is better than none.

it's very important as I am expecting 50,000+ visitors per days, and up to 1 million pageviews in one day 

Actually, it it no big deal if you have dedicated server with cache like memcache.

I also want to make sure loading/resizing/uploading of images is done efficiently. I want image compression done so I save on bandwidth, I also want when images are loaded and viewed, it's done properly. 

You need to contact me for live-demo as I can't really give you username/password for admin part, but you can still try that on frontpage. Please, go to: http://microv3.webjobs.biz/myprofile/register/
In that form, you have a button: „click here to upload“. Do that, pick any image and semi-ajax will start uploading. Once finished, you will get thumbnail size of what you just uploaded. My MVC internally allows setting maximum sizes of both image and generated thumbnails, validation is (ofcourse) server-side and you can't do any of well-knows hacks like renaming .php file into .jpg, putting .php code in comments of file (ok, this is advanced hack but still...) and the name is auto-generated so things like uploading file named ../../etc is not possible. You are free to try, but the point is; it is exactly what you want and more.

BUT: something you have never seen! In that form, just pick a file but don't fill other elements. Submit the form; in every single form in any program around, files that are uploaded with invalid form are simply lost. In my MVC, they are not. You don't have to upload files again if some of the form elements are invalid.

All this is less than 5% of what I do, but if you are interested, we should set skype desktop sharing for you to see.

The problem;

fixing your bad code would cost waaay more money than writting it again. That's why I sent you the links to video files; you can see my speed, database migrations, very nice and clean php code... in 10 minutes.

My suggestion; full rewrite but ofcourse, preserving the old data. It wouldn't be the first time I do something like that.

NOTE:

While I am not cheap, you can obviosly see the quality I put into this. With program done that way, you will never come into situation like you are having now. So in the long run, I am cheaper.
